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The Merriam-Webster Online Dictionary defines the word synchronicity as:

The coincidental occurrence of events and especially psychic events (as
similar thoughts in widely separated persons or a mental image of an
unexpected event before it happens) that seem related but are not
explained by conventional mechanisms of causality -- used especially
in the psychology of C. G. Jung.1

Many people might not consider this a psychic event, but it was certainly one of
synchronicity. Carl was attending a wedding. He saw a woman attending the wedding
that he never had met before. This lady’s dress and Carl’s tie were made of the same
material.
